You do not need to bring a complete kit but may
purchase any of the items needed for the kits which will then be assembled at the Church.

Here’s what is still needed:

HYGIENE KITS help disaster victims reclaim their dignity and self-respect. They include:

1 new hand towel (15" x 25" up to 17" x 27")
1 large sturdy comb (at least 6 inches of teeth)

1 new adult sized toothbrush in original sealed wrapper

1 toenail or fingernail clipper - no emery boards or metal files
1 gallon size re-sealable bag

10 adhesive bandages (3/4" by 3") common household bandages acceptable

1 bath-sized bar of soap in wrapper (3 oz. bar or larger): No Ivory or Jergens

*Lotions

*Facewash, makeup remover
wipes

*Hand sanitizers (alcohol
free)

*Books, magazines - new or
old
